TO MOVE THE ADJUSTABLE SHELVES:

1. Determine where you want to place the Adjustable Shelves (A). Remove the #6 x 1/2" Undercut
Screws (C) from the underside of the shelf and take out the Shelf and Shelf Brackets (B). Insert the
Shelf Brackets (flat side down) into the four different holes and insert the shelf. See Figure 1.

You may secure them by inserting #6 x 1/2" Undercut Screws (C). See Fig. 1a.

2. Place the unit at its final destination. Use the Leveler Adjustment Key (Ua),
found in the Zip bag taped to the Owner’s Manual and Safety Guide to rotate the
Slotted Levelers (U) on the bottoms of the legs until the unit is level.
